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Idaho’s Hispanic Population Grew at Fastest Pace in Four Years 
 

Idaho’s Hispanic population continued to grow between mid-2013 and mid-2014, at an increase of 2.9 percent – 
the highest percentage increase for this segment of the state’s population in four years. The lowest growth 
rate for Hispanics was 2.3 percent between mid-2011 and mid-2012.  

 

Native Hawaiian and Other Pacific Islander showed the largest percentage increase at 6.9 percent, but 
numerically accounted for only 214 additional people.  

 

Whites had the largest numeric increase at 17,817. The growth rate was 1.2 percent, the lowest of all race 
categories.

By the numbers, Ada County saw the largest increase in Hispanics at 1,521 or a 4.8 percent growth rate. 
Canyon County was second with a Hispanic population in mid-2014 of 50,045, an increase of 2.7 percent from 
mid-2013 or 1,331 people. Twin Falls County had the third largest increase of 447 people at 3.8 percent.  

 

Hispanics made up 12 percent of the state’s population in mid-2014, up from 11.2 percent in 2010. Hispanics 
between the ages of 40 and 64 had the largest numeric increase at 1,889, but the age group over age 65 had 
the highest growth rate at 8.2 percent. This ethnic section of Idaho’s population is aging slightly faster than 
the state as a whole.
